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INTRODUCTION

The Dougherty Area Regional Transportation StudpRDS) is the designated Metropolitan Planning
Organization (MPO) for the Albany Urbanized Areaail of Dougherty County and the southern one
half of Lee County. The MPO is the organizationigieated by the governor to administer the federal-
required transportation planning process in annidea area with a population over 50,000. DARTS is
a comprehensive, cooperative and continuing planpmcess and is the forum for decision-making on
transportation issues. DARTS is responsible foretiying the three-year transportation improvement
program and the 25-year long-range transportatiam. p

The DARTS FY 2008-2011 Transportation ImprovemerdagPam (TIP) consists of federal funded
highway and transit projects programmed for fisgsdrs of 2008 to 2011(Tier ). The document also
contains a listing of federal funded highway prtgethat have been proposed for fiscal years 2012 to
2013 (Tier 1l). Programmed projects that do noeeiffthe capacity of a roadway can be found in the
lump sum project list. The TIP is designed to addithe transportation needs of Albany, Dougherty an
the southern one half of Lee County and consistsngfovements recommended in the long-range
transportation plan. The TIP identifies transpdotatimprovements recommended for advancement
during the program period, groups the projects agtpropriate staging periods and includes realistic
estimates of total costs and anticipated fundingcas.

It should be emphasized that the TIP is an expressi intent to implement the identified projectsla
not a final commitment of funds from any agencyl ikjor transportation projects must appear in an
endorsed TIP before they may receive federal fuimdsimplementation. The TIP is based on a
reasonable estimate of the amount of federal fexgected to be available to Albany, Dougherty and
the southern one of half of Lee County over thet tlevee fiscal years.

The DARTS Citizens Transportation Committee williesv the TIP and forward comments to the
Technical Coordinating Committee. The DARTS TechhiCoordinating committee is responsible for
reviewing the TIP and recommending it for endorseinte the DARTS Policy Committee. Through
endorsement by the Policy Committee, this docuntstomes the official TIP for the Albany
Urbanized Area. Project-by-project review and appldy the Georgia Department of Transportation,
Federal Highway Administration and Federal Tramsiiministration is also necessary before federal
funds become available. The TIP is a flexible pangrwhich may be modified at any time by resolution
of the Policy Committee if priorities, area goatdunding level change.
