All presentation proposals received on or before July 31, 2010 will be reviewed by the GTA Conference Committee.  Selection will be determined on appropriateness and interest of topic, level of content, comprehensiveness of session objectives and expertise of presenter.  GTA reserves the right to make recommendations for revisions of content within proposals prior to acceptance.  Participation as a presenter is by invitation only after review of the proposal.  Presenters will be notified only of their acceptance.  

Compensation/Reimbursement:
Due to budget restrictions, GTA is not able to pay honoraria.  GTA Members note: GTA policy states travel, accommodation and meal expenses are the responsibility of any GTA member. All presenters must register for the conference.  Presenters that are not GTA members, and are at the conference at the invitation of a GTA member, are given complimentary registration for the conference.  Accommodations and travel are the responsibility of the speaker.
Responsibilities:
All presenters are required to submit their final presentation to GTA 15 business days prior to the conference if they need to have photocopies made, or if the presentation needs to be loaded onto a PC by GTA staff.   Any special needs should be communicated to the GTA staff ahead of time. 
GTA’s Non-Commercial Policy:

Participants in GTA programs are seeking valuable educational sessions and are always critical of presenters or sessions that are self-promotional.  GTA policy, therefore, is that presenters may not use a conference session for commercial sales pitches, self-promotion or unwarranted criticism of a competitor.
